(Special MUS room) Jean Leclant’s French expedition worked around the pyramid of Pepi I, third king of Old Kingdom's 6th Dynasty. His reign peaked in Egypt art and culture. Unfortunately hieroglyphic inscriptions on inner walls had crumbled to the floor. French team reconstructed inscriptions by computer; almost five. 

One of king's courtiers, Weni, recounts that Pepi I appointed him to investigate a conspiracy on the part of Queen Imtis. But Weni does not say what she plotted against the king, nor what kind of punishment she suffered.

GOOG  Difference between a “valley temple” & a  ‘mortuary temple” The the pyramid (with its burial chamber), the mortuary temple (joining the pyramid on its east side), a covered causeway leading to the valley temple and the valley temple were all part of funerary complex. The valley temple’s purpose has been debated: could have been used for the mummification process or perhaps for the "opening of the mouth" ceremony, when the "ka" entered the deceased person's body.

“Memphis”, a Greek version of the Egyptian word ‘Men-nofre’, meaning "The Well-Established,"; built on site of earlier Pre DYNASTIC stronghold of Upper or "White" Kingdom aka White Wall. 

Charisma of Place: Narmer’s (aka Menes, Aha, Catfish King): MUS, Ptah temple rubble ruins

MENES : 3000-2938 BC (killed by hippo); 1st Pharaoh of 1st Dynasty & united N&S; Strategically located in center of unified kingdom.
SITES: 

Menes dam Sad Al Kafra (2700 BC) Menes built the city right in the Nile's flood plain in order to capture "the sweet northern breeze" that blew south along the Nile from the Mediterranean. Built great dam to divert the river around Memphis to protect it during the annual inundation;  nearly an unassailable city, cuz temperate Nile bordered immediately by hot, barren desert on the East and West. 
NOW: 110’ gap / no remains of); 1st recorded high barrier dam (Said el-Kafra) built. 

Design: 2 massive huge 49’ or 35’ hi stone walls (80’ base & 40’ tops separated by _?_  of ruble.

Failed – monumentally, destroyed by massive flood  from Sudan’s White & Red Niles redirected the Nile. 

Some argued it was inspiration for future massive projects

Enigmatic Seila ( 2,600 BC reduced to 7m-high mound four-step core of local limestone, over 4,500-yrs. Located 6mi W, in Seila one of Egypt's forgotten landmarks. Yet now – arch. Think it  may have been more impressive than thought.

Maybe a true pyramid, Seila; maybe an internal burial chamber, but looted and destroyed in antiquity.

Some scholars believe the conical Benben stone represented the very first mound of earth and marked the point where the first rays of sunlight fell from Re. The conical shape marked the Pharoah’s way to heaven by ascending the rays of the sun.

Others believe the stone was actually an iron-rich meteorite and represented the seed of the earlier god, Atum, who created the earth through masturbation: the word ‘benben’ means ‘to copulate’. The pyramid-shaped cap on an obelisk is called a Benbenet and, combined with the shaft, obelisks could represent Atum’s divine phallus and his seed.
in Egyptian mythology, or more specifically in the Heliopolitan tradition, was the mound that arose from the primordial waters, Nu, and on which the creator god Atum settled. In the Pyramid Texts, e.g. Utterance 1587, Atum himself is at times referred to as "mound". It was said to have turned into a small pyramid, located in Annu, which was the place Atum was said to dwell within. Other cities developed their own myths of the primeval mound. At Memphis the god Tatenen, an earth god and the origin of all things in the shape of food and viands, divine offers, all good things was the personification of the primeval mound.

Benben stone

The Benben stone, named after the mound, was a sacred stone in the solar temple of Heliopolis. It was the location on which the first rays of the sun fell. It is thought to have been the prototype for later obelisks, and the capstones of the great pyramids were based on its design. Their tips (pyramidia) were probably gilded. The phoenix, the bennu bird, was venerated at Heliopolis, where it was said to be living on the Benben or on the holy willow. According to B. Kemp the connection between the benben, the phoenix and the sun may well have been based on alliteration: the rising, weben, of the sun sending its rays towards the benben, on which the benu bird lives. Utterance 600 of the Pyramid Texts speaks of Atum as you rose up, as the benben, in the Mansion of the Benu in Heliopolis (Hart, p.16). [image: image8.wmf]
The Benben stone was a massive, sacred solar obelisk in the Egyptian Old Kingdom temple of Heliopolis. It was designed to catch the first rays of the rising sun.  Legends had the Phoenix (the Benu Bird} living either on the stone or in a sacred willow tree.

The Phoenix’s flight was said to represent the capacity to leave the world and its problems behind, flying towards the sun in clear blue skies. It was considered sacred to, or a servant of Ra, the sun god of ancient Egypt and the sacred bird was described as a heron.

Approximately every 500 years when it felt the end was approaching, the Phoenix would build a nest to be used as a funeral pyre. The old Phoenix was consumed in flames and burned to ashes. A new Phoenix would arise from the flames. This is said to symbolize the rising and setting of the sun. After placing the ashes of its predecessor in an egg of myrrh it would fly it to  Heliopolis (City of the Sun) and place it on the sun god’s altar, the Benben Stone

The Benben stone was the basis for the design of later obelisks as well as the capstones on the pyramids.  The point at the top of  the obelisks and the cap stones of the pyramids themselves were gilded to also catch the first rays of the rising sun.

Delta Barrages: (GOOG- done) (LP197m, 214, DK169): 

A special type of dam on the Nile.
Delta Barrages are designed to regulate the upstream level but not the flow of water in the two distributary branches of the Nile, so that when the river is low, water can still flow into irrigation canals.

Construction of the original Rosetta and Damietta Barrages, 70 miles north of Cairo, Egypt, proposed by Linant de Bellefonds Pasha, a Belgian engineer in the employ of Muhammad Ali Pasha, viceroy of Egypt, was started in 1833 and completed in 1843. This ultimately permitted conversion of over 754,000 acres of the Nile delta from basin irrigation to perennial irrigation, lengthening the growing season and dramatically increasing agricultural output. Muhammad Ali originally proposed using stones from the nearby Giza pyramids as building material for the barrages, but was dissuaded by Linant, who argued that it would be too costly. Poorly constructed, the barrages were rebuilt during the British occupation. Additional barrages were subsequently constructed at Idfina (1915) and Zifta (1943) in the delta. Three major barrages were later built on the main Nile between Cairo and Aswa
was completed in 1862. Its purpose was to improve irrigation in the Nile Delta area of Egypt. It was recorded by historians that Muhammad Ali of Egypt's grandson Abbas sacrificed one of the pyramids in order to build the dam which was very poorly financed. When it was time to operate the dam, the foundations had been so poorly laid that the whole purpose for which it had been built in the first place was abandoned and has been marked as a romantic river crossing.

SAFETY AND SECURITY: 

There have been instances of instability and public disorder in some other areas of Egypt, most notably in the Nile Valley governorates of Assiut and Sohag, located between Cairo and Luxor. These governorates, along with the adjacent governorates of Minya and Qena, have been areas of extremist activity in the past.

U.S. Embassy personnel traveling to these areas (apart from Luxor and adjacent tourist destinations) require advance approval. Egyptian authorities also restrict the travel of foreigners to these governorates. American citizens planning to travel in these areas should contact the Embassy prior to travel.

Beni Hassan Tombs: went into 4 tombs at Bani Hassan.  We had to climb a long way up the mountains - at least 300 stairs. The tombs have been built into the limestone cliffs and are from 1600 BC.  The inside of the tombs are very well preserved.  One tomb in particular had very detailed pictures carved into the wall and the color was astounding.  I would have loved to have taken a photo but it is not allowed for obvious reasons.

LUXOR area ancient dam:

Archaeologists have discovered the remains of an ancient dam, dating back to some 4,000 years, in Upper Egypt, proving theories that ancient Egyptians were master dam builders. Discovered by an Egyptian-French archaeological team, which has been working in Luxor since March, the ancient dam was found a few meters away from the Karnak Temple in the city, some 500 km south of Cairo. “The 230-meter long dam was built during the age of the Middle Kingdom (of ancient Egypt) to protect the temple from the Nile flood,” Xinhua quoted Zahi Hawass, Secretary-General of the Egyptian Supreme Council of Antiquities, as saying. According to Hawass, the finding is of grave importance as it proved that the ancient Egyptians were good at building dams. The discovery will also revive interest in the ancient Egyptian city, where, it was believed by some archaeologists, that nothing of great importance would be found again. “The team had also unearthed the relics of a Roman bath built in the first century AD and a clay jar containing 316 coins from different historical periods,” said Hawass. (ANI)

Temple of Amun , Karnak: Cretan disaster from curious blog;

Altar position called “Ipetsout” (Ipet Sout), which literally means “favorite place
Article seems to suggest that between the fourth and fifth pylons, Hatshepsut’s obelisk  was intended to be a symbol of the solar explosion i.e the  illegitimate son of Helios – the Phaeton.

Author NOW alleges that : for the subsequent observations of sunrise at the winter solstice, a special room was built , which is called “High rest of the Sun at the very top of the left wing of the Hall of Festivities (Scott : does top mean vertically or horz.?). Also a NEW liturgical anthem was used  ” And already the new anthem (???) glorifies the sun: “You shine in the sky of the sky, live solar disk, marked the beginning of a new life!”
Author further allehges that: rebuilding (then or later ???) of the Temple of Amun-Ra at Karnak was necessary because “the displacement of  the Earth’s occurred after the explosion of the volcano on the island of Santorini. n the approach to the Temple of Amun at Karnak in ancient Thebes (modern Luxor), a canal was originally dug out to the Nile terminating at a quay built by Ramesses II located on the western extremity of an avenue bordered with two rows of ram-headed sphinxes. The avenue comes to a holt about twenty meters before the first pylon on the northeast of the main structure which faces the Nile River. The avenue is cut into by the royal highway which went from Coptos to Syrene (Aswan) by way of Thebes, passing between the seventh and eighth sphinxes.

Branching off from the royal highway, a slight ramp climbs toward the quay. Where the ramp begins, there were two human headed sphinxes holding a ram-headed urn in their hands, of which nothing remains but their pedestals, which are 1.5 meters in height.

 

The various heights of the annual Nile floods that were marked during the time between the 22nd Dynasty reign of Shoshenq I and the 26th Dynasty reign of Psamtik III can be seen on the western side of the quay. For example:

 

"Year 3, first month of the third season, day 5 under the majesty of King Shabata. When his majesty was crowned as king in the House of Amun, he granted him that he should splendidly appear as favorite of the Two Goddesses, like Horus upon the throne of Ra. [The Nile] which his father Amun the great, Hapi the great, great in Niles, granted him in his time: twenty (cubits), 2 palms."

These measurements are believed to be marked with regard to a horizontal line that must have formerly served as a reference for the augmentation of the average level of the flood over the course of the seasons. It should be noted that the quay does not bear measurements from the first five years of Taharqa's reign, which is known to have been a period of drought. Once the flood finally did occur, Tahraqa had two stela carved, one in Coptos and the other at Mataanah, to commemorate the event.

 

On the northeast and southwest corners of the quay, Seti II had two small obelisks erected. Today, nothing remains of the northern one except the pedestal, but the southern obelisk, which is almost intact, is interesting because it presents Seti II's complete titles, which reading from top to bottom, include his Horus name, his "Two Crowns" name, his Golden Horus name, his throne name as the king of the South and the North, and his "Son of Ra" name, repeated in four vertical columns. Also, a small barque chapel of Hakoris stands to the right of the quay, which once acted as a resting station on the gods' processional journeys to and from the river.

 Avenue of the Sphinx’s:

Jim Fox BLOG: The avenue of sphinxes consist of statues with lions' bodies and the heads of rams, symbolizing Amun, each of which protect between their front paws a royal effigy of Ramesses II in the form of Osiris. Around each of their pedestals is an extra inscription added during the 21st Dynasty by the high priest Pinedjem, son of Piankh.

Jim Fox BLOG: Ave of Ram headed Sphinx’s: The first open courtyard in the Temple of Amun at Karnak was originally outside the temple proper, so the row of Cryosphinxes outside the temple would have continued unabated within. However, the statues that once occupied the space within the courtyard (some were completely removed) had to be repositioned. They were placed further to the side, just before the columns of the courtyard's flanking porticos. This courtyard includes edifices dating over a thousand year period that extended from the end of the 18th Dynasty to the Ptolemaic Period.

First Pylon (Exterior) 

The first pylon, which is the current entranceway to the great Temple of Amun, is composed of two massive blocks framing a large portal. On the west face of each block, for vertical grooves served to house the poles, made from Lebanon cedar and stitched with copper. These poles were adorned with banners (flags) at their tops. The pylon may have been built by Nectanebo I, who raised the temenos walls to which the pylon is attached, though this is by no means certain. Hence, it would have been a relatively late addition built during Egypt's 30th Dynasty. However, it is also possible that an earlier pylon may have stood on this same spot. While the pylon is undecorated, high up on its thickness is an inscription left by Napoleon's Expedition, which remains visible today.

 

The pylon remains unfinished. The north wing has only thirty-two courses and measures 21.70 meters high, while the southern wing has fort-five courses and measures 31.65 meters high. Its thickness at the base is bout 14.5 meters. Though the pylon's four faces remain unfinished, an examination of its construction reveals the extreme care taken in the precision with which the slope of the monument is drawn on each of the blocks. As an example, the ten lower courses and the upper courses marking he projection of the torus in the southwest corner bear a groove indicating its exact slant. the doorway of the pylon is rather odd. All of the blocks that constitute its jambs are very carefully jointed, not only on the west facade and the interior of the passageway, but also on their faces joined to the pylon, while the entire eastern facade has remained in a state of construction. The doorway has an interior width of 7.4 meters and a height of 19.36 meters. On the inside of the doorway, to the upper right, the French scholars of the Bonaparte expedition carved the latitudes and longitudes of the principal monuments they surveyed.

Jim Fox BLOG: The first, western pylon of the Temple of Amun at Karnak (in modern Luxor, ancient Thebes) forms the facade to a large, somewhat square courtyard measuring some 84.12 by 99.4 meters. It is bordered on two sides by a portico with columns built during the 22nd Dynasty rule of Sheshonk I (Shoshenq I) , though he left the columns here undecorated except for the five standard bands indicating constriction that separate the column shafts from the capitals. The capitals themselves or in the form of closed buds.

 

About in the center of the northern enclosure wall behind the columns is an enigmatic, but interesting depiction. This is the so called magic image of Amun. Here, the pharaoh is referred to as per-aa in the two cartouches, and he is making libation in the presence of a very strange image. The representation has the head of Amun, wearing a crown topped by a solar disk surmounted by two large feathers, which emerge from a goatskin bottle embraced by the extended wings of Ma'at. In turn, this depiction surmounts a pedestal crowned by a uraeus, in front of which is a lion whose chest comes up to the level of the shafts. It would seem that this "magic image of Amun" was perhaps paraded during processions. This scene then sits upon a table fronting a series of lotuses, each of which is giving birth to a new lotus framed by two buds

As one passes through the first pylon, to the left is the quartzite and sandstone triple Barque Chapel of Seti II, sometimes referred to as the repository of Seti II but known in ancient times as "Castle of Seti Merneptah in the Temple of Amun". Its facade, reaching some 7.1 meters above the surrounding pavement, is marked by sloping walls that are capped by the standard torus (a large convex molding, semicircular in cross section) and cornice. The central doorway measures 4.5 meters high, while the side doorways are each 3.79 meters.

The foundation, the first course of stone, and the doorway are all made of quartzite that probably came from Gebel el-Ahmar near Cario. The rest of the building is made of more ordinary sandstone, probably from Gebel el-Silsila. Hence, this edifice is made of white blocks of sandstone from the South placed on red stones coming from the north. The quartzite blocks of the first course of stone also have a much more pronounced slope than the rest of the building. In the eastern area of the northern facade of the building we find depictions in two registers of tableaux presenting Seti II offering to the Theban gods. In the lower of these registers the gods are upright and walking, while in the upper they are seated on a cubic throne and holding the was scepter and the ankh (the key of life). The west side of this facade is divided lengthwise by a vertical column of text. here, the king on the left, facing west, claps Amun Re Kamutef around the waist. On the Right, the king is turned to the east, and gives unction to his father, the ithyphallic Amun Re.

It has three deep chambers for the barques of Mut (left), Amun (center) and Khonsu (right). These chambers have no common entryways. The sanctuary consecrated to Mut has two niches in the back and on its wall is a depiction of the barque of of that god. The central chamber has three niches in its rear wall, and likewise contains representations of the barque of Amun. Here, however, is inscribed the name of Menmaatre (Seti I) rathe than Set II. On the doorway to the Khonsu chamber, neither the lintel nor the jamb of which is adorned with any decorations. However, on the sandstone partition to the right of the doorway are representations of "Khonsu in Thebes Neferhotep", and Thoth, who resides in Hermonthis preceded by Amun. In the chamber for the barque of Khonsu, there are two niches on the rear wall, as well as three more on the east wall. All of these niches probably at one time held statues. Also on the east wall of the Khonsu chamber is a stairway that gives access to the roof of the structure.

 

 

Opposite this triple shrine is a small sphinx, we believe, with the features of Tutankhamun.

n the Harris Papyrus written during the 20th Dynasty, Ramesses IV, recording on behalf of his father Ramesses III, said:

 

"I made for thee a mysterious horizon in thy city of Thebes over against thy forecourt, O lord of gods (named): 'House (pr) of Ramesses Ruler of Heliopolis, L.P.H., inn the House of Amun", abiding like the heavens bearing the sun. I built it, I laid it in sandstone, having great doors of fine gold. I filled its treasury with the things which my hands carried off, to bring them before thee every day."

He was most likely speaking of Ramesses III's barque chapel in the right (southern) part of the first courtyard of the Temple of Amun at Karnak. This temple is built on a platform with the profile of a cavetto cornice. The facade of the building is in the form of a pylon, in front of which once stood two squat, six meter royal statues carved from red sandstone. Champollion tells us that the pylon would have been much larger, but its upper portion is destroyed today, so it is missing the cornice, the frieze and the upper section of the tableaux that decorated it. In fact, in antiquity, this was probably a much larger edifice.

 

The chapel is indeed an elaborate barque chapel today, but originally it was designed as a miniature version of this king's mortuary temple at Medinet Habu. The monument was entirely crowned with a grooved cornice capping the standard torus that also bordered the corners of the pylon. Champollion described the two underpinnings of this pylon very well, telling us that:

 

"On the left underpinning, the king Ramessses Meryamun, wearing the pschent [white crown over the red], holds a group of begging prisoners by the hair as he massacres them with his white club. Facing him, Amun-Re presents the harpagon to the pharaoh and holds with his left hand the bonds to which the captives with the coats of arms are attached. These are the people of the North and the Central regions."

 

Asimilar scene on the right underpinning portrays the king wearing the red crown. Legrain adds that:

 

"The door posts and the cornice are of gray speckled granite. This was the great doorway of the king of Upper and Lower Egypt, Usermaatre Meryamun. Hardly any of the blocks that composed it remain."

 

The splay of the right door post as one enters this chapel from the first courtyard is adorned with horizontal inscriptions of royal titles alternating with baskets that are surmounted with three symbols, including a was, ankh and djed, meaning prosperity, life and stability.

 

The first court is lined with eight Osride statues of the king, with those to the west wearing the crown of the red crown of the south, while those on the east, the while crown of the north. The Osirde statues on the west hold the hek scepter in the left and and the nekhakha scepter in their right. The architrave surmounting the Osride pillars (see also Osiris), which once supported a grooved cornice, provide the dedication written by Ramesses III, in two lines, which states:

 

"He has made the house of Ramesses, sovereign of Heliopolis in the house of Amun, in perfectly sound white stone"

 

The interior walls are decorated with various festival scenes and texts.

Beyond the court is a vestibule on a higher level that was also fronted by similar Osiride pillars between which runs a parapet 1.83 meters high, except for the central area. The east face of the pillar to the left of the entranceway provides an excellent example of the royal name of Ramesses III, Usermaatre Meryamun, and below that the name of Mut (the vulture) is carved. A row of bud papyriform columns is set behind the Osiride pillars. Here, the walls are adorned with scenes of sacred processions. The remains of two large statues of Sekmet produced in black granite, similar to those in the temple of Ptah, were found on each side of the doorway that communicates with the next chamber (they hypostyle hall). On the pedestal of the statue on the left was written, "Beloved of Mut-Sekhmet, lady of Asheru", while on that of the right, "Beloved of Sekhmet-Menhit".

 

A small, shallow hypostyle hall follows with two rows of four bud columns each. The shafts of these columns emerge from eight leaves that are carved above the pedestals. Two of the royal cartouches, with a uraei crowned by the solar disk, are engraved in sunk relief, alternate between each of these leaves. Surmounting these cartouches is a register of tableaux carved in very light relief. Above the five constrictive bands of the shaft of these columns, and just below the abacus, the two cartouches found at the bottom of the shaft are repeated, though here only is flanked by uraei. These cartouches are crowned by solar disks. Scenes within this hall portray the daily worship of Amun, with the king entering the room followed by two gods, including Montu.
In the rear of the hypostyle hall, a darkened area contains three contiguous chapels for the barques of Karnak triad, as well as a few small rooms. Here, the ceiling was at one level except for the sanctuary of Amun and its flanking rooms, so that a row of clerestory windows at the rear of the hypostyle hall lighted the back of the temple, with additional light provided by slots between the slabs of the ceiling.

 

There was a drainage system for water here on the roof, with three gargoyles on each side of the temple. The roofing slabs were placed perpendicular to the longitudinal axis, except above the vestibule.
The Bubastite Portal
 

Just beside this temple between it and the second pylon is the so called "Bubastite Portal", which gives access to the now famous scenes of Sheshonk I (Shoshenq I), believed to be the Shishak of biblical fame (1 Kings 14: 25-26). The inscriptions on the architrave and pillars that frame the portico are in the name of Sheshonq I and his successors of the 22nd Dynasty. The scenes depict this Libyan king smiting captive enemies on the south face of the main temple's walls. These scenes graphically portray his successful campaign into Palestine, which is believed to be recounted in 1 Kings 14, and 2 C
Opposite SIDE PORTAL > open air MUS:

A portal on the courtyard's opposite, northern side communicates with the open-air museum where a number of small monuments have been reconstructed from dismantled blocks found within the temple's walls and pylons. These include the nearly complete limestone barque chapel of Senusret I, shrines of Amenhotep I and II, and Hatshepsut's red quartzite "Chapelle Rouge", which has only recently been reconstructed.

Centered in the courtyard are the the remains of a huge kiosk of Tahraqa (Taharqa), which was usurped by Psammetichus II (Psamtik II), and the restored during the Greek Period. It originally consisted of ten, tall, slim papyrus columns linked by a low screening wall, though open at its eastern and western ends. This building now retains only one great column and a large block of Egyptian alabaster (calcite) that resembles an altar that perhaps was once surmounted by a pedestal. However, Champollion tells us that:

 

"Twleve (?) columns, or rather twelve large scale imitations of the wadj amulets that served as props for the sacred tokens of Amun and the king who inhabited this building, were once in the center of the large courtyard of the palace. It should in fact be noted that these constructions posses in no way the curve of a column but are lengthier and narrower below the bell of the capital...

 

It becomes obvious in view of this decoration that the author of the pillars is the king Taharqa, who, after the expulsion of the Ethiopians under Psamtik, the first of the dynasty, has replaced the inscriptions left by the foreign king with those of the native king. However, the proper name of the former, although hammered out, is still quite visible on the second ring of the column of the first Babastite portico."

Champollion believe that these columns were standard holders. Indeed, the columns the average diameter of the shaft of these columns is round one-seventh the size of the total height, whereas normally this proportion is hardly greater than one-sixth. Their total height is 21 meters, with the aver diameter being 2.99 meters.

 

Traditionally, this building has been considered to be another barque chapel, yet, the fact that it was an open structure suggests otherwise. Some Egyptologists today believe that it may have had a function in ritual activities associated with a "uniting with the sun" ceremony, as was practiced in later times at Dendera and elsewhere. However, others maintain that this structure was not open at all, but roofed with timber and was used as a way station for the sacred barques. Indeed, the columns appear to have an abacus (though this is called a dado), usually used to support an architrave. This area was later paved with irregular slabs of red granite.
The Second Pylon 

At the rear of the courtyard is the second pylon and a vestibule that precedes it, but architecturally forming one building. The western section of the vestibule preserves the vestiges of the tableaux carved in the name of Horemheb, but who's cartouches were subsequently added on to by Ramesses I and II. On the south wall of the vestibule is carved a relief of Amun, who is holding the scythe in his right and and the was scepter in his left.

This pylon was fronted by two striding colossi of Ramesses II, of which only the feet of one remain. Fronting these is a third, standing statue of the king with the small image of his daughter and queen, Bent'anta, standing between his feet. The statue was later usurped by both Ramesses VI of the 20th Dynasty, and Pinudjem I of the 21st Dynasty. This pylon was begun during the reign of Horemheb, but was not completed until perhaps the reign of Seti I (though also perhaps Ramesses I). Now removed, its core was filled with many sandstone talatat blocks of an earlier temple of Akhenaten. In the southwest corner of the second pylon is an unfinished Anta Pillar with a depiction of Prince Osorkon I being breast fed by Hathor.

 

Like the first pylon, this one also has grooves (four) for flagstaffs in each tower. A staircase in the northern tower rises to the top of the pylon. There are decorations on this pylon that were begun by Horemheb and completed by several of his successors. The gateway of this pylon was called "Illuminating Thebes". The Greeks entirely reworked this large doorway.

Curious Blog alleges: In the center of the hall stands the hypostyle giant statue of Ramses, and beside him the fragile blue-eyed woman – his beloved wife Nefertiti.

Carved in stone, and then painted with bright colors, the shape of the figure rose slightly above the background. Central relief represented a colossal image of the pharaoh. One of the reliefs in the main hall depicts the pharaoh, who leads the captives, and brings the booty to some other king, a figure which is also great as the figure of the pharaoh. Only on the crown of shining a large disk, and in his hands – something like a cross with a handle in the form of a loop. This is, indeed, in honor of whom built the temple – the sun god Amun-Ra. In his hands he holds a sign of life, and drive to his crown represents the sun.

 Beyond the Sixth Pylon in the Temple of Amun at Karnak in Thebes (modern Luxor) is an inverted T-shaped area where the top of the T is made up of the peristyle court of Tuthmosis III, and the leg of the T is a barque sanctuary filled by the granite naos of Philip Arrhidaeu, who was Alexander the Great's immediate successor for a brief period of time.

 

After building the Sixth Pylon, Tuthmosis III divided the peristyle court beyond the pylon into three sections, by two walls that formed a central chamber in front of the sanctuary built by Philip Arrhidaeu, which itself replaced an earlier repository build during the reign of Tuthmosis III. On the walls of this chamber, together with the east facade of the sixth pylon and the outer walls of the sanctuary, Tuthmosis III had inscribed a record of his twenty years of campaigns abroad, resulting in the name, "chamber of the Annals", being given to this section of the temple. At one time, the chamber was covered by a roof with architraves resting on so-called heraldic pillars.

Western Valley (Arabic Wadi al-Gurud) is an Egyptian archaeological locality N of VK; d (the "Valley of the Monkeys"), on account of the representations of baboons in several tomb paintings found within the wadi.;
The Western Valley is accessed by a winding dirt and stone road that begins at the car park of the Valley of the Kings. Visitors must walk for some 2 km between massive boulders, under towering rock cliffs, in order to reach the tombs; although some taxis will take you all the way into the valley. The road is not suitable for cycling. Check at the ticket office for the status of the tombs (open / closed) before entering the Valley. You can sometimes also negotiate with a main Valley tomb guard at the entrance to accompany you and open the tombs - he will definitely expect a respectable baksheesh in these circumstances (try to negotiate beforehand in order to avoid later embarrassment). 
A security policeman, complete with sub-machine gun, may also accompany you into the valley for your safety.

Western Valley tombs that are officially open to public view are theoretically open daily, 6am-6pm (summer) and 9am-5pm (winter) - but see the caveat under "Get in" above. Admission LE 10, by means of ticket from the main Ticket Office (ensure you carry some baksheesh for the guard when visiting the Western Valley).

The tombs in the Western Valley have been catalogued under WV numbers (WV = Western Valley), mirroring the KV system in the main Valley of the Kings.

· the Tomb of Amenhotep III (WV22) [1] - currently closed to public view while a Japanese expedition undertakes cleaning and conservation work

the Tomb of Ay (WV23) [2] - currently open to public view - the tomb dates from the very end of the 18th Dynasty and is the burial place of the vizier (chief minister) Ay who gained the throne after the extinction of the line of succession within the ruling 18th Dynasty family of pharaohs. As such, WV23 was the last tomb to be established in the valley. Scenes from the tomb decoration, bearing close resemblance to the style seen in the tomb of Tutankhamun (Ay's predecessor), include a depiction of Ay hunting in the marshes (unique amongst royal depictions in the Theban necropolis) and an assemblage of of twelve baboons. The sarcophagus was recently restored and re-installed by the Supreme Council of Antiquities from the Egyptian Museum in Cairo, though its orientation is now reversed from the original.

The Queen
  Nefertari, the favorite Queen of Ramses II, is known from myriad of her representations in the temple reliefs and colossi of the great king The dedication to her, jointly with the goddess Hathor, of the small rock temple to the north of the great temple at Abu Simbel, shows how great her influence with Ramses II must have been.

 

Nefertari was not the only consort of Ramses II. Four other ladies are attested in the inscriptions of his reign to be his queens. She was not an ordinary queen, however and her situation excelled that of former ones. Her name has been rendered as "the Most Beautiful of Them"; a superlative which denotes her most exceptional position, while the designation "Hereditary Princess," listed for her in several instances, appears to be the indication of her high ranking origin in the society. Her participation in the affairs of the state is unparalleled outside the Amarna Period and is reflected in the titles assigned to her as "Great King's Wife". A political role is also reflected by the recurrent designation "Lady of Upper and Lower Egypt" and "Lady of the Two Lands".
Origin
 Some Egyptologists think she was probably a daughter of King Seti 1, and thus sister or half sister of Ramses II. Other Egyptologists, however, think that her designation as "Hereditary Princess" might be in some way connected with her being representative of the Thebais. The motive that would prompt such a thesis is the weak footing of the Ramssides in Thebes; their home was in the North and they made strenuous attempts to improve their situation in the South. These Egyptologists claim that nothing is known about her parents, but it seems that she was of royal birth. Others say she is Ahmos' grand-daughter...At Gebel El-Silsileh there is a shrine of Ramses 11 where depictions show him and Queen Nefertari performing religious functions before sundry deities. This shrine contains an indication that Queen Nefertari was already married to Ramses II at his accession (1290 BC). But she was not mentioned in connection with the King's First Jubilee in the year 30 of his reign and it seems likely that she died before it. We know that Queen Nefertari was neither the only nor the first bearer of this name. Its first bearer was Queen Ahmes-Nefertari, the mother of the Theban Eighteenth Dynasty who may have been the great-grandmother of our queen. Nefertari's bearing of the designation "god's wife" emphasized apparent emulation of Queen Ahmes-Nefertari, who was also the god's wife...From her name and titles it is apparent that Nefertari played a special role in her time. The fact that Ramses II was eager to show her accompanying him, a feature uncommon otherwise, suggests that she could influence his position in the country.

Her own tomb
Ramses II has a tomb for Nefertari hewn out in the Valley of the Queens called by the ancients "The Place of Beauty", this tomb is the most beautiful in the Valley of the Queens, and is on the whole worthy of her position in history. The decorative motifs on walls and ceilings are mythological and are concerned with life in the netherworld, meetings with gods, deities, genii and monsters, and the entry into the realm of eternity. In these scenes our queen is represented always wearing long, transparent white garments, with two long feathers over the vulture-like headdress of gold. She wears rich jewels, in addition to bracelets and a wide golden collar

Journal: Saturday 16 January 2010 Blog text of 2 women & a cab driver trip I believe from Luxor cuz they stayed at Villa Mut overlooking Mut Temple
By 8.00am this morning Sam and I were in Abdul’s minibus and on the road to Edfu. Abdul was taking us to Gebel el-Silsila because even though there is no more convoy, permission still has to be got from the tourist police to travel outside Luxor and it was easier for Abdul to get this charter than for Sam to drive us herself and most likely encounter problems at the checkpoints. It felt good to drive straight past el-Shoarowla (the Black Horse) where the convoy used to stop for a break.
We drove on past el-Kab as far as Edfu, where we crossed the bridge to the west bank, through the busy town and then followed the river south through agricultural land, mostly fields of ripened sugar cane and fruit trees. Once away from the town everything was very rural. The roads were narrow and often little more than dirt tracks, with scattered small villages of mudbrick houses here and there, each one with clusters of children and animals scampering everywhere. As we began to climb away from the river the landscape became more barren and rocky. We were in the area of ancient sandstone quarries. As the minibus continued to climb I was reading a section from Arthur Weigall’s ‘Antiquities of Egypt’ in which he describes the method of getting to the quarries:

‘To visit the shrines and quarries of Gebel Silseleh the visitor, who is not travelling by steamer or dahabeya, should take the early train from Aswan which arrives at Kagoug station before 9.00am…….  There are no donkeys to be had at Kagoug, except by arrangement with the villagers, and a dragoman therefore should be sent to obtain them, and also a ferry boat, on the previous day. The ancient remains are about three miles from the station, a point of rocky hills to the south-west being one’s objective. To the traveller, the wonderful quarries on the east bank will not fail to be of interest, and the shrine of Horemheb on the west bank deserves a visit; while to the archaeologist there are numerous small shrines, tombs and rock steles which are worth visiting’.

Parking the minibus and leaving Abdul to his customary nap, Sam and I walked down a sandy track where we found a modern but rather neglected rest house where we bought our tickets for 25 EL. The gafir seemed pleased to see us and I imagine he gets few visitors during his working day. A younger guard came with us to the Speos of Horemheb a short distance along the sandy track by the river. Even at 10.00am the temperature was beginning to soar – around 30 degrees C. and it felt unseasonably hot for January
Horemheb was the last king of Dynasty XVIII and he had this rock shrine carved out of the hillside. The chapel was dedicated to Amun as well as other deities connected to the River Nile. This spot is very ancient. It’s name, Gebel Silsila means ‘the Chain of Hills’ and the sandstone hills came right down to the water’s edge where the Nile once was very narrow and probably contained a series of rapids forming a natural frontier between Elephantine (Aswan) and Edfu. By Dynasty XVIII, travellers developed the custom of carving small shrines into the cliffs here, dedicating them to a variety of Nile gods and the river itself. Smaller shrines were cut by Tuthmose I, Hatshepsut and Tuthmose III, before Horemheb constructed his rock-cut temple here, then many of the Dynasty XIX or later kings left their mark in some way.
The Speos of Horemheb consists of a long vaulted hall behind a façade of five doorways and a smaller oblong chamber to the rear. All the walls are covered in reliefs and inscriptions, in some places quite damaged, but in others there are some very fine high quality inscriptions. The deities depicted on the walls, besides Amun-re, are Sobek in the form of a crocodile, the ram-headed god Khnum of the First Cataract, Satet of Elephantine, Anuket, goddess of Sehel, Tauret as a hippopotamus and Hapi, god of the Nile. As well as those of Horemheb, cartouches of Rameses II, Merenptah, Amenemesse, Siptah and Rameses II appear in the reliefs. Two of the most noted reliefs are of Horemheb carried in a portable chair during a festival after his Nubian campaign and a relief with a list of the Heb-sed festivals of Rameses II, which were supervised by his eldest son, Prince Khaemwaset. I have wanted to see this shrine for years and I was not disappointed.

Back outside the heat was staggering, bouncing off the high cliffs even though we were right by the river. Sam was here not long ago, so she opted to sit in the shade while I went on with the guard, who pointed out many interesting rock shrines and funerary niches carved by officials of the New Kingdom. It was fascinating but after a couple of kilometres even I succumbed to the heat and could go no further. The guard had just pointed out the continuation of the track which dropped steeply down some flaky rocks hanging perilously close to the water’s edge, but I knew we couldn’t get much further along the river bank here. There is also a very large rock with a flight of stone steps going partly up the face, but Sam had already told me that the steps were gone on the other side.
We had planned to come another day and go to the larger east bank quarries where many kings quarried stone for the monuments of Thebes and left inscriptions. One thing I particularly wanted to see is a large stele of Amenhotep IV (Akhenaten) recording that he had ’caused an obelisk for the Temple of the Sun at Karnak to be quarried there’. There are also prehistoric rock-engravings on the east bank. But it was not to be, as the gafir told us that the eastern quarries were closed and visitors were not allowed without special permission. At least I could see the quarries just across the river.

Travelers to Egypt's frontiers, including the borders with Libya, Sudan, and Israel and parts of the Sinai off the main, paved roads, must obtain permission from the Travel Permits Department of the Ministry of the Interior, located at the corner of Sheikh Rihan and Nubar Streets in downtown Cairo. Reports indicate that the security situation in the northern Sinai area, which is generally defined as the area north of the Cairo-Nekhl-Taba road, remains difficult due to the continuing potential for violence. Travelers should be aware of the possible dangers of off-road travel. In 2008 a group of 11 foreigners was kidnapped for ransom while on an unregistered safari.
Egyptian Ministry of Tourism

Sept 2008, 11 foreign tourists and eight Egyptians were kidnapped for ransom in the remote south-western desert region, close to the Sudanese border. Tourists should avoid travel to the border region.
